Re: Hindleap Warren Wednesday 11" September - Friday 13™" September 2019
Welcome back - we are really looking forward to the trip next week!

Please find below the final details and arrangements for the trip:

Clothing on Wednesday:

Children should come to school wearing their own comfortable clothes (warm layers) that are suitable
for outdoor activities. Children can bring a small rucksack for the coach with a reading book or
puzzle/cards but it is not essential as it is only a short journey. No snacks for the coach please.

Luggage and kit:

The kit list is listed at the end of this letter for information. Please make sure the children can carry
their own luggage (small suitcase or holdall). Please pack wellies in a separate, named carrier bag
(please also make sure wellies are individually labelled with pen/sticker). If your child already has
their wellies in school, we will take them straight from here.

Please note:
e Thereis no disco so there is no need to provide disco clothes.
e Please remember to pack a water bottle! The children will need to refill this throughout their
stay.
e Some children have been asking about bringing disposable cameras - they are welcome to
bring these.
e No sweets or electronics please.

Wednesday 11" September - morning:

The rear door of the large hall closest to the trim trail will be open at 8:40am. Please enter school
through this door and find your child’s class teacher in the hall. The children will leave their luggage
and wellies in the hall by their teacher and go to their classroom to be registered.

At about 9:25am, the children will collect their luggage with their teacher, take it to their coach and
board the coach ready to leave. You are welcome to wait by the junior playground to wave them off or
say your goodbyes in the hall.

Friday 13" September - afternoon:

We are aiming to be back in time for the end of the school day (traffic dependant). Please collect your
children from the KS1 playground where they will come out of the usual door by the small hall.
Children will bring their luggage with them. The school website will be updated with any delays to our
journey.

Medication:
If you have any medication to give in on the day, please find Miss Hughes or Mrs East in the large hall.

Travel sickness:
If your child requires travel sickness medication, please make sure they have been given this the
morning of our departure and provide one for the return journey.

Communication:
We will update the school website when we arrive at Hindleap Warren.

We will endeavour to update the Hayes Primary School twitter account once a day when we are at
Hindleap Warren, however, this will be subject to good internet connection.
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Children not going to Hindleap Warren:

If your child is not going to Hindleap Warren, they need to come to school in uniform and can come in
to school through the normal Year 3 and 4 door and be registered as normal in their classes. They will
start their activities when the children have left for the coach.
