We will be learning about:

- Number and place value to 100.
- Money.
- Time.

Science
Our topic is Animals Including Humans.
We will be learning about:

- Our bodies
- Our senses
- The different classes of animals e.g. 

mammals
- Carnivores, herbivores and 

omnivores.

History
Our topic is Kings and Queens.
